• Recommendations must be received from each of the following (no relatives): post Advisor, high school principal or
academic adviser, and a person from the community.

• The applicant must write a 500-word essay about why he/she feels that he/she is qualified to receive the scholarship.

• The applicant must submit a black-and-white glossy photo (such as passport photo) for publicity purposes in the event
of selection.

All completed applications must be approved by the local Learning for Life representative and submitted to the Learning
for Life office by April 30.
